The highest placed player rated Under 1800 will be awarded the Frank Hatto Trophy.

The Hazel Brunker Rapidplay Cup will be awarded to the best score by a Welsh Lady player in the highest event containing a lady player (Championship then Minor)
The Welsh Under 18 and Under 16 Championships will be awarded to the highest placed qualified player in the Closed Championship. Players must be under the revelant age on 1st September 2017
