All your school needs to do is:

· Choose a team of 10 children (plus optional 1 or 2 reserves). 

· Provide transport between school and the Stadium

· Ensure each child has a packed lunch. 

There is only room at the Stadium for a maximum of 46 teams.  Teams will be accepted on a first come basis.  Accepted teams will be published on the WCUs website - www.welshchessunion.uk
